Clean the seal
around the
valve and apply
silicon grease

Cleaning

Remove handle

Pull out valve
body from tap

Using a flat screw
driver, remove the
spring and spline.

Rinse and leave to
one side.

General Cleaning

Your fitting has a high quality finish and should be treated with care to preserve the visible
surfaces.

All surfaces will wear if not cleaned correctly, the only safe way to clean your mixer tap is to wipe
with a soft damp cloth. Stains can be removed using washing up liquid. All bath cleaning powders
and liquids will damage the surface of your fitting, even the non-scratch cleaners.

Note: Never use abrasive detergents or disinfectants or those containing alcohol, hydrochloric acid
or phosphoric acid.
